JOB DESCRIPTION.

Job title:		Senior Nursery Practitioner.

Responsible to:	Deputy Manager, Senior Leadership Team

Job Purpose: - 

· To supervise areas of the nursery under the guidance of the deputy manager/teacher to ensure a high standard of physical, emotional, social and intellectual care for all children.

· To have specific training/knowledge of working with young children in order to support their individual needs

· To work under the guidance of the room leader and within an agreed system of supervision, to implement agreed work programmes with individuals/groups, in or out of theroom. This could include those requiring detailed and specialist knowledge in particular areas and will involve assisting the room leader/deputy manager in the whole planning cycle and the management/preparation of resources. 

· To give support to other team members within their immediate room and the wider nursery

· To work as part of a team in order to provide an enabling environment in which all individual children can play, learn and develop.

Little learners nursery group is committed to safeguarding. Safeguarding is everyone’s responsibility and as such employees must uphold all aspects of safeguarding.  


Main responsibilities and duties.

Support for children 


· To support the team members to have the specific knowledge and skills required to work effectively with children of this age

· Supervise and provide particular support for children (including those with special needs) ensuring their safety and access to learning. 

· Assess the needs of children and use knowledge and specialist skills to support children’s learning.

· Take an active role in the development and implementation of Individual Education/Behaviour plans and Personal Care programmes.

· Be involved in the planning, preparation and completion of activities to suit each individual child's stage of development and interests under the guidance of the deputy manager.


· Support all team members with the early identification and intervention for children with possible special needs and give physical, emotional, intellectual guidance as appropriate

· Encourage children to interact with one another and engage in play and activities.

· To ensure that clean and hygienic standards are maintained at all times. This includes daily cleaning rotas, nappy changing, potty training and other nursery housekeeping duties.

· To ensure that meal times are a time of pleasant social sharing.

· Ensuring any sick children are kept calm and warm and management is notified immediately.

· Ensure you adequately supervise the children not leaving the room or outside area out of ratio.

· Maintain ratios at all times during the day, both inside and out

· Uphold all safeguarding policies and procedures

· Deploy staff effectively ensuring staff are positioned to cover all points of the room  and outside areas

· Whistle blow immediately 

· Supervise children at all times keeping line of site clear and ensuring headcounts are completed regularly. 

· Ensure in addition to the above that you ensure staff react appropriately and have a robust understanding of safeguarding

Support for Deputy Manager

· Promote the inclusion and acceptance of all pupils.

· Read, understand and adhere to all policies and procedures relevant to your role as deemed appropriate by the Manager. Support team members to do the same and ensure all policies and procedures are followed.

· Act as key worker to a designated group of children. Supporting children in their personal, social and emotion development, liaising with parents/carers and ensuring learning is tailored to meet individual needs.

· To keep records of key children’s development and learning journeys and share this with parents, carers and other key adults in the child’s life.

· Support all staff to develop their role within the team especially as a key person

· To ensure record keeping is accurate and up to date within your designated area including sleep charts, accident forms, daily record sheets and any other forms/records required for the child’s welfare, learning and development.

· Assist in the planning of learning activities. 

· Monitor and evaluate pupils’ responses to learning activities through observation and planned recording of achievement against pre-determined learning objectives.

· Provide detailed and regular feedback to deputy manager on pupil’s progress, achievement, welfare etc…

· Promote children’s good behaviour, dealing promptly with conflicts and incidents in line with established policy and encourage pupils to take responsibility for their own behaviour when it is age appropriate.

· To develop and maintain strong partnerships and communications with parents/carers to facilitate day-to-day caring and early learning needs.

· Feed into appraisals, target setting and nursery operations as deemed appropriate by the manager

· Ensure someone known and agreed by the nursery and parent collects the child.

· Prepare snacks, meals and drinks for pupils following food hygiene guidelines.

· Provide clerical/admin support e.g. photocopying, typing, filing, collecting money etc.


Support for the curriculum

· To support and facilitate the preparation and completion of activities to suit each individual child's stage of development and interests

· To support and facilitate the provision of a high-quality environment to meet the needs of individual children regardless of any disabilities, family backgrounds or medical history.

· Prepare and maintain equipment/resources as directed by the teacher/room leader and assist pupils in their use.

· Help pupils to access learning activities through specialist support. 


Support for the nursery

· Contribute to the overall ethos/work/aims of the nurseryl.

· To work across the EYFS provision where required.

· Assist with the development of appropriate multi-agency approaches to supporting pupils.

· Work alongside the Manager and staff team to ensure that the nursery’s philosophy is fulfilled.

· Attend nursery management meetings and feed appropriate information back to your team.

· Support all staff to engage in good team working

· To be flexible within working practices of the nursery. Be prepared to help where needed,  including to undertake certain domestic jobs within the nursery, e.g. preparation of snack meals, cleansing of equipment etc.

· To work in all age ranges as directed by the Nursery Manager

· To be flexible and at times support at other nursery sites across the Little Learners Nursery group.


· Support team members to seek out any training or support they may require to fulfil their roles and responsibilities, including induction programs.

· To understand and respect the need for consistency of care for the children and act as a role model for other team members – report for duty on time, maintain regular attendance, give appropriate notice of holiday requests and report non-attendance through sickness promptly and appropriately.

· Read, understand and adhere to all policies and procedures relevant to your role as deemed appropriate by the Manager including child protection, health, safety and security, confidentiality and data protection, reporting all concerns to an appropriate person.

· To respect the confidentiality of all information received.

· Undertake planned supervision of pupils out of lesson times, including before and after school and at lunchtimes and holiday schemes.

· Accompany staff and pupils on visits, trips and out of school activities as required.


Line management

· Supervise other Nursery practitioners as directed.

· Liaise between managers and nursery practitioners.

· Represent Nursery practitioners at appropriate meetings.

· Undertake induction and mentoring of other Nursery practitioners.

2.2	Early Years Level  3 qualification which is recognised by the DfE as full and relevant for the EYFS



2.3	Training in the relevant strategies e.g. literacy and/or in particular curriculum or learning area e.g. bi-lingual, sign language, dyslexia, ICT, maths, English, CACHE etc.

2.4	Appropriate first aid training

2.5	A good understanding of the EYFS curriculum 

2.6       Food hygiene certificate

3.	Knowledge, Skills and Abilities

3.1	Able to use ICT effectively to support learning

3.2	Use of other equipment technology – video, photocopier

3.3	Ability to manage staff

3.4	Knowledge of national/foundation stage curriculum and other relevant learning programmes/strategies.

3.5	Working knowledge of national/foundation stage curriculum and other relevant learning programmes/strategies

3.6	Understanding of principles of child development and learning processes

3.7	Ability to self-evaluate learning needs and actively seek learning opportunities

3.8	Ability to relate well to children and adults

3.9       Work constructively as part of a team, understanding classroom roles and responsibilities and your own position within these.
